Defense Airport� dedicated by the United States War Department in 1941. Located in the original WWII 
Base Headquarters Building, the Museum displays a large collection of WWII aviation artifacts of local 
and national interest. It recognizes the more than 10,000 men and women who served at Millville during 
WWII, including 1,500 pilots who received advanced �ghter training in P-47 �Thunderbolt� and P-40 
�Warhawk� �ghter planes.
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
